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In February 2013, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) published two analyses 
that provide an in-depth look at the severe human and economic burden of sexually transmitted 
infections (STIs) in the United States. CDC’s new estimates show that there are about 20 million 
new infections in the United States each year, costing the American healthcare system nearly $16 
billion in direct medical costs alone. 3 million of those cases are contributed to chlamydia.
